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PRESS RELEASE

NEW DELHI, 19 May, 2011: More than one lakh Railwaymen, on the call of All India Railwaymen’s
Federation(AIRF), staged day-long dharna and held massive demonstrations on all the Divisional Railway Managers
Offices, Workshops and Zonal/Production Units Headquarters of the Indian Railways to press their long pending
demands and immediate release of overtime arrears w.e.f. 1.1.2006 to 31st August, 2008.

Giving details here, Shri Shiva Gopal Mishra, General Secretary AIRF, told that it was a protest against
casual approach of the Railway Board on various long pending demands of the Railwaymen. The protest yielded
some result also when file of overtime arrears from 1st January, 2006 to 31t August, 2008 had been cleared, which
has virtually created a deadlock with the Railway Board. Shri Mishra said that the response was very spontaneous
and enthusiastic. He said that, to press for other demands of the Railwaymen, such as removal of anomalies of VI
CPC, improvement in grade pay, payment of arrears of Running Allowance w.e.f. 1.1.2006 and increase in KMA,
filling-up of lakhs of vacancies in the Railways, constitution of High Powered Committee to review duty hours of
Running and other Safety Categories staff, liberalization of LARSGESS, appointment of Substitutes, scrapping of
New Pension Scheme, settlement of dues on last pay drawn in Construction Organization, early implementation on
the recommendations of Group ‘D’ Staff Promotion Committee(Ansari Committee), Joint Committee on Package to
Gangmen/Trackmen and their Career Progression, Cadre Restructuring, improvement in the working conditions and
living conditions of Railway employees and also improvement in education and health of their families/ wards, AIRF
will organize “All India Protest Week” from 20t to 24t June, 2011 through dharna, mass protest rallies etc. all over
the country, followed by demonstrations by respective unions before the General Managers to ventilate the
grievances.

In case above programme fails to evoke proper response from the Railway Board(Ministry of Railway), AIRF
will be compelled to stage Massive Demonstration before the Parliament during Autumn Session 2011.

In Delhi, a massive demonstration was organized at the Headquarters Office of Northern Railway, Baroda
House. Comrade Shiva Gopal Mishra, General Secretary AIRF/NRMU, addressed thousands of Railway
employees. Besides Shri Mishra, Coms. S.K. Tyagi, Divisional Secretary, Headquarters Division of Northern
Railwaymen’s Union, S.K. Rana, Asstt. General Secretary NRMU, Sishu Bajpayee, Divisional President,
Headquarters Division, NRMU and Rakesh Gupta, Divisional Treasurer, NRMU addressed the gathering. In their
address, all the leaders condemned the unresponsive and indifferent attitude of the Railway Board(Railway Ministry).
Thereafter, union(NRMU) delegation handed over a memorandum, addressed to the Chairman, Railway Board, to
the General Manager, Northern Railway.

In a demonstration, organized in front of DRM Office, New Delhi, Coms. Umraomal Purohit, President
AIRF, Shiva Gopal Mishra, General Secretary AIRF/NRMU, Harbhajan Singh Sidhu, Asstt. General Secretary
AIRF/President NRMU and others addressed the gathering and appealed the Railway Ministry to resolve early, the
demands of the Railway employees to maintain peaceful industrial relation on the Railways.
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
